PRESS RELEASE

The Public Health Strengthening in Guyana Project funded by the Canadian International Development Agency and administered by the Canadian Society for International Health (CSIH) has developed indigenous, flexible and powerful software called the Guyana Health Information System to revolutionise health care delivery and management in Guyana’s public sector. This system will provide the opportunity to track patients across time (from birth to death) and across space (physical premises) through a networked system of computers within a given area. This can greatly improve the quality of care and provide summary statistics to support health planning, epidemiological surveillance and individual decision making on patient care.

The software is currently being piloted in Region 4 at the GUM and Chest Clinics, Central Medical Laboratory, Radiology department and GUM Clinic Pharmacy of the Georgetown Public Hospital Corporation and the Dorothy Bailey Health Center. Other pilot sites are The Family Health Clinic in New Amsterdam Region 6 and the Wismar Hospital in Region 10. 
Dr. Paul Fisher, Health Information Systems Specialist and consultant to the CSIH will be handing over the new Guyana Health Information System to the Ministry of Health on Thursday May 31, 2007 at 1.00pm in the Board Room of the Ministry of Health, Brickdam.
